     YOU MUST TAKE THE ON-LINE RULES CLINIC !!!

For FALL and Winter Soccer the on-line RULES CLINIC will be available August 1 and must be completed by August 31, 2006.  You must do the on-line clinic in order to do post season fall games.  Those just doing Winter Soccer have one more chance to do the on-line Rules Clinic from October 3 to November 9, 2006, but don’t wait until winter soccer.  Get it done now and be done with it.  Doing it in the Fall will also be good for the Winter soccer.  Remember if you do not do the on-line rules clinic you will be fined by FHSAA $50 and will be suspended until the fine is paid. 2.  The website for our association is http://www.hssocf.com.  It works best with Internet Explorer.  The website for FHSAA is http://fhsaa.org.

3.  There is a link on the left side of the HSSOCF website called "How to Register with FHSAA" that gives the basic info. The document notes that if you are a new referee, the procedure is somewhat different.  The most "unusual" thing is that you have to put in where you want to take soccer rules exam.  The document lists the closest sites and their numbers.

4.  To register with HSSOCF, you will need to send a check to our Treasurer, Paul Hawkins.  The HSSOCF dues for the 2006-2007 season is $45.  Make your check out to HSSOCF and send to Paul Hawkins at the address below :

5.You will need to be fingerprinted for a background check.  You can have that done at the Orange County School Board near the TD Waterhouse Center or at the Seminole County Educational Support Center.  Information is given below from both Orange and Seminole County on how to get the fingerprinting done.  If you haven’t had this done, you must do this right away.  When you have it done be sure and tell them you are a sports official and get some kind of receipt.  Cost $61

6.  If you are not already a USSF referee we suggest you take the basic referee course to be a referee with Florida State Referees (FSR), the local referee certifying body for the US Soccer Federation (USSF), the main sanctioning body for club soccer in our area.  They have a good basic course that will give you a good familiarity with the Laws of the Game.  You would also be able to do club games to get experience.  There are some differences with High School soccer but they are mostly in the administrative area rather than in the basic Laws of the Game.   HSSOCF will try and give you as much training as we can if you are not a USSF referee, however we strongly recommend this class.

During the 2006 Florida Legislative Session, certain House and Senate members
proposed legislation to amend the Jessica Lunsford Act, F.S. 1012.465. At the
close of the Legislative Session in May 2006, the proposed legislation died in
committee before chance of reconciliation or passage. As a result, Florida School
Districts will be required to continue compliance with the Jessica Lunsford Act as

oo | _implemented during this past vear. and will conduct the required level two

screening for all new sports officials.

Current procedures require contractual personnel to provide a complete set of
fingerprints and clear a Level 2 background screening. Any sports official who
has not completed the screening process will be required to do so prior to
officiating. Generally, the screening process is completed within one week or
less. The cost of actual fingerprinting will remain $61 per person.

Fingerprinting is conducted at the Seminole County Public Schools, Educational
Support Center, 400 E. Lake Mary Blvd., Sanford, FL 32773. If the individual
was fingerprinted at another Florida school district after September 30, 2005, a
request may be made to obtain fingerprint results from the FDLE Florida Shared
Schools Results (FSSR) system. At this time, results are only retained in the
FSSR database for a period of 1 year from the date that the submitting district
captured and submitted the fingerprints to Florida Department of Law
Enforcement.  Additional information regarding the Jessica Lunsford Act
requirements, procedures and/or necessary downloadable forms is available on the
Seminole County Public Schools website, www.scps.k12 flus.
